Achievement Award. Prior to coming to UNF, Dr. Stone spent 22 years with Jacksonville, Florida’s Public Schools as an elementary 
and high school counselor, middle school teacher and Supervisor of Guidance Services. She supervised 225 school counselors. Dr. 
Stone was ASCAs Ethics Chair from 2002 to 2022 and chaired the last four revisions of the ethical standards.
